


Appendix 1 - Before you pay and send - Application check list for students
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Personal details check:


all contact information is correct especially email.


fee code is 02 if you intend to  use student finance


Choices check:


you use all five choices  to increase chances of an offer


Additional Information check:


you have entered if your parents went to university, if you have been in care and your ethnicity


capital letters on proper nouns


nationality is correct 


disability /health information


 you have entered the correct course title , level and point of entry


 you meet the subject requirements for your course choices. If a course specifies a subject and grade you must have these to be considered. For both A level and GCSE requirements


you have choices which match your predicted grades. One or two  can be one or two grades higher than your pediction, but you should have at least two choices which match your predicted grades


BTEC qualifications are entered with the correct title


your statement been checked by a teacher or futures teacher


you have added all qualifications studied at St Brendans including maths and English


you have added grades as pending ( or blank) for qualifications yet to be taken


you have added your EPQ


Personal statement check


you have proof read your statement


 you have read it out loud 


you have spell and grammar checked


it have capital letters where needed


it is relevant to your course choices and/or your future plans


Pay and send


remember this is your application so it is your responisbility to ensure it is correct


ask if you are unsure

for courses asking for criminal conviction disclosure DO NOT tick the box ( if you do not have a conviction)


check you have entered the correct start date


this will influence any contextual offers you may get


Education check


you entered ALL the qualifications you took at secondary school including grades 3 or D and below


you have entered the correct qualification type  e.g. GCSE A*-G or GCSE 9-1


if you took combined science you have entered GCSE double award and selected combined science 


OCR and BTEC qualifications are entered correctly - this is very important as a diploma has a very different value than a subsidiary diploma


if you are concerned about the cost of sending your application please speak to soemone in the careers team in confidence. We do not want the cost to be a barrier to you achieving your goals
